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	Aims/priorities:
	Grants are available to registered charities in the UK to support the performing or visual arts and for projects that facilitate the acquisition of knowledge and learning. The Foundation aims to benefit charitable causes in either the arts or learning:
· Arts – This strand is designed to improve the sustainability of the arts and support groups which work to achieve this. Generally, funding is for specific projects/activities that offer long-term benefit and sustainability
· Learning – This strand is designed to support projects that facilitate the acquisition of knowledge such as through increased access to places of learning (e.g. museums and libraries) and which have a long-term strategic impact.


	Who can apply?
	Applications are accepted from UK organisations with charitable status and a core remit of arts or learning.

	The majority of grants will be in the range of £10,000 to £50,000 for revenue projects, with some larger grants possible depending upon need and purpose

	The goal of Scops Arts Trust is to help people to understand, participate in and enjoy the arts, particularly the performing arts. The priorities for round 3 of the fund include:
· To give people of all ages opportunities to understand, participate in and enjoy the performing arts
· Music education and engagement projects for children
· Instrumental and choral music groups plus children’s music education

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	The Henry Smith Charity- Holiday Grants
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	Aims/priorities:
	The purpose of the Holiday Grants programme is to provide access to recreational trips or holidays for groups of children who experience disadvantage or who have disabilities. In particular we are interested in contributing to trips that would not take place without our funding.
You can ask us to help towards a single trip, which could be a day trip or a longer residential of up to seven days in length. This could be to a countryside or city location but ideally should be outside the children’s immediate locality. We will consider trips which are more local but these should have an emphasis on providing a new experience for the children and broadening their horizons. Examples include camping, trips to adventure activity centres or the seaside.

	Who can apply?
	Schools, youth groups, not for profit organisations and charities.
We prioritise applications that will benefit disadvantaged or disabled children living in the most deprived areas of the UK. For Holiday Grants this means areas that fall within the bottom 20% according to the National Indices of Deprivation.

	Youth Music Trailblazer Fund
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	Aims/priorities:
	Grants are available to constituted UK based organisations to run projects in England for children and young people (aged 25 or under) to make music activity more inclusive and foster learning, creation and employment opportunities. The funding aims to support young people who want to change their lives through music but cannot because of who they are, where they are from or what they are going through. The grants are for organisations who want to trial work for the first time, test a new way of working, or disrupt the status quo.


	Who can apply?
	Constituted UK based organisations can apply

	Two levels of grants are available:
· Grants of £2,000 to £15,000 are available to organisations of less than one year old
· Grants of £2,000 to £30,000 are available to organisations of more than one year old

	The funding is for organisations seeking to deliver innovative, well-designed projects that support Clarion residents and the wider community to address digital exclusion.
The funding is for projects and activities that focus on:
· Supporting Clarion residents to discover the full scope of how the internet can assist them in their everyday lives, and provide them with the skills and confidence to do so.
· Supporting residents to access the digital resources that meet their individual needs and circumstances.

	The Conservation Volunteers (TCV) Chestnut Fund grant scheme supports community groups and initiatives wanting to deliver practical volunteering that improves the natural physical environment and better connections between people and green spaces. 

	Who can apply?
	Constituted community groups who:
· Have no more than £3,000 unrestricted funds available
· Have a bank account in the group’s name
· Can provide contact details of 3 people responsible for running the group who are independent of each other

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	Aims/priorities:
	Grants are available to support registered charities that are concerned with the preservation of wildlife and the environment. The Trust has three funds:
· General Grants: supports smaller charities with general charitable activities across a range of issues as well as charities focusing on the conservation of wildlife and the environment.
· Martin Wills Wildlife Maintenance Trust grants: supports the conservation and maintenance – for the benefit of the public – of the natural environment and its indigenous woodland flora and fauna with particular reference to the conservation and maintenance of the character and amenity of rural areas.
· Large Grants: supports activities pertaining to environmental and wildlife issues only. (These grants are offered in fixed seven-year cycles, of which only two years are open to external applications.)

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	Benefact Trust – Community Impact Grants
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	Aims/priorities:
	Benefact Trust’s Community Impact Grants Programme supports projects that will make a positive and transformative impact on lives and communities. This programme empowers Christian organisations across the UK and Ireland, who are doing incredible work tackling major issues in society. At the same time, the Community Impact Grants help churches to grow their congregations and promote the Christian faith. Listed Places of Worship Grant Scheme
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	Aims/priorities:
	The Listed Places of Worship Grant Scheme makes grants towards the VAT incurred in maintenance and repairs to listed buildings that are primarily used for public worship, or which are listed places of worship owned by, or under the authority of, a number of specified organisations that look after redundant places of worship. The scheme applies to listed places of worship of all religions and faith groups throughout the UK.

	Who can apply?
	The scheme applies to listed buildings that are mainly used as a place of public worship. To be eligible, the place of worship must be listed with the relevant statutory listing agency (Historic England, CADW, Historic Scotland or Northern Ireland Environment Agency). The listing must be in force when the works are undertaken.

	Grant amount:
	The minimum value of invoices (excluding VAT) for any one claim to the scheme is £1,000. An application may comprise a number of smaller invoices, but each claim must apply to works that are eligible under the scheme and together generate combined invoice values of no less than £1,000 excluding VAT.
In addition, to allow places of worship undertaking smaller works to benefit from the scheme, each listed place of worship will also be allowed to submit one claim with a value of between £500 and £1,000 (excluding the VAT paid) in any 12 month period.

· Our Communities Support – funding to projects embedded in the communities in which Arnold Clark operates and is available to organisations who provide services widely accessible to those within Arnold Clark local communities, addressing the needs of those living within them. Projects must address one of the following:

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	Aims/priorities:
	The Trust provides a small number of grants each year to support children, young people and adults in north west England who are experiencing a range of mental illnesses and mental disabilities. This can include mental, emotional, behavioural or social difficulties, mental health problems, learning and physical difficulties, homelessness and poverty.

Applicants are encouraged to apply for the funding of new, as opposed to existing or continuing, projects for a period of up to 3 years. It is expected that applicants for funding for new projects will be able to demonstrate the anticipated sustainability of the project after the expiry of the grant period and that if further funding is needed there are plans in place for this to be obtained from sources other than the Trust. 

Grants can be towards running costs (including salaries), projects or equipment.

● Research into cardiac conditions

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	Aims/priorities:
	Grants are to support the development of projects that have the potential to bring new life to high streets by creating alternative uses for redundant or underused historic buildings in town centres. Funding can be used for individual heritage buildings in, or transferring to, community ownership or that of charitable/social enterprise organisations. Projects must be located in England, in places that are or have the potential to be a hub for their community, providing services to a wide catchment population.
