	Manchester Relief in Need Grants
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	Aims/priorities:
	This fund aims to provide direct support to some of the most vulnerable and disadvantaged people in Manchester, including adults, children, and people who are sick, convalescent, or disabled.

	Who can apply?
	Registered charities and voluntary organisations that help residents living in the 32 wards of Manchester can apply.
Applications can be submitted on behalf of a person or family in need by a health, social care, charity professional, or support worker. The organisation making the application must be working directly with each individual or family that they make an application on behalf of.

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	Aims/priorities:
	This fund aims to support initiatives that alleviate poverty and disadvantage in local communities, including working with people who are homeless. 

	Who can apply?
	Organisations working to alleviate poverty and disadvantage across Greater Manchester can apply.
Preference will be given to small-to-medium-sized voluntary organisations.
Large UK-wide charities are not excluded. However, the Trust normally only makes grants to organisations with strong relationships in the primary area of benefit and the proposal has the potential to achieve a substantial impact.
Community interest companies (CICs) and other non-charitable social enterprises with a business plan that shows realistic aspirations for non-grant income generation can apply to support the charitable costs of any start-up or expansion.
Applicants must have:
· A governing document.
· A governing body of at least three unrelated individuals.
· A bank account in the group’s name with at least two unrelated signatories.

	The purpose of the Teacher Development Fund is to support teachers to develop arts-based approaches which create equitable classrooms where all children learn and thrive. It aims to do this through supporting teachers and school leaders to develop the necessary skills, knowledge, confidence and experience.
The Fund is focused on:
· Pupils who experience systemic inequity and enabling them to access and make progress in their learning.
· Supporting arts organisations and schools working in equal partnerships to exchange and enrich their expertise.
· Recognising teachers are critical to pupils' outcomes.
· Creating high-quality inspiring professional learning for teachers.
· Enabling teachers and artist practitioners to learn and work together in the classroom.
· Building a body of evidence and practice and understanding how the work improves equity for pupils.
· Generating sustainable changes in teaching and learning in schools for the long-term.


	Who can apply?
	To be eligible, lead applicants must be one of the following:
· Primary schools operating in the state sector. They can be mainstream, SEND or Alternative Provision settings, working with primary-age children.
· Arts organisations can be charities, community organisations, social enterprises and not-for-profit companies active in the arts and culture sector
The following criteria apply:
· All applications must have solid partnerships in place
· Each partnership must include one or more arts/​cultural organisations
· A minimum of six and a maximum of ten schools should be involved in each project, regardless of whether the lead applicant is either an arts/​cultural organisation or a school
· Each participating school should commit at least two teachers and one senior leader to the project, though flexibility can be offered to small, rural schools
· Projects may include teachers of Nursery and Reception classes in primary schools
· All schools must be operating in the state sector.
The following may apply:  
· PRU/alternative provision settings as long as they are a maintained setting, free school or academy serving pupils aged 11 and under.
· Multi Academy Trusts and Teaching School Hubs.
· SEND schools as long as they are a maintained setting, free school or academy serving pupils aged 11 and under.

	Arts Council England National Lottery Projects Grants
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	Aims/priorities:
	This grants programme is intended to help the Arts Council deliver its 2020-2030 strategy, 'Let's Create' which is about making a difference to the creative and cultural lives of people and communities in England. It also provides a means to support a broad range of not-for-profit projects that create and sustain quality work and help people across England to engage with arts and culture.

	Who can apply?
	Individual artists and community and cultural organisations can apply.
To be eligible, applicants (individual or organisation) must:
· Be based within (live in or have a business address in) England or the wider UK.
· Have a UK bank account in the exact name they are applying in.
· Be at least 18 years old (for organisations: have an accountable person who is at least 18).
The following information is for organisations:
· Organisations refers to a group of people working towards a common goal with a governing document that covers the type of project being applied. This could be, for example, a charity, a limited company or an unincorporated group. Examples would be arts organisations, museums, libraries, Music Education Hubs, and organisations that use the arts in their work.
· All organisations need to have a bank account in the organisation’s name, with two signatories.
· Limited companies and registered charities need to have a registered office in the UK.
Applications will be accepted from organisations working as a consortium, partnership, network or group. For non-constituted consortiums or groups, one organisation must act as the lead organisation and submit the application. If the application goes on to be successful, this organisation would then be accountable for the grant.

	The Waterloo Foundation is an independent grant-making foundation, registered as a charity in January 2007. The Foundation awards grants to organisations in both the UK and worldwide and is most interested in projects that help globally, particularly in the areas of the disparity of wealth and climate-related issues.

	Who can apply?
	· Applications are welcomed from registered charities and organisations with projects that have a recognisable charitable purpose. 
· The project must be allowed within the terms of the organisation's constitution or rules and, if the applicant is not a registered charity, a copy of the organisation's constitution or set of rules must be provided.
All organisations are expected to have an environmental policy.
Priority is given to UK-based charities, many of which work in close partnership with smaller local NGOs based in the countries in which they operate.

	There is no formal application form. Applicants should follow the following guidelines:
· Limit the proposal to approximately two to three sides of A4, and send it as an attachment to an email to applications@waterloofoundation.org.uk. Applications sent anywhere else will not be counted.
· State that the application is being made under the Environment programme, and state which programme is being applied to - Marine or Tropical Rainforests.
· Supply basic information on the organisation - name, address, aim, charitable status, annual income and expenditure, website address and contact details.
· Provide the title of the project.
· Briefly describe the project or purpose for which funding is being sought. Applicants must outline how this meets the priorities of the programme being applied to.
· Briefly outline the anticipated project outcomes and how these will be measured, including any post-implementation studies that will be undertaken.
· Provide a brief outline of the need for this particular intervention. Reference any statistics, data or research that are used as a justification.
· Provide brief project details such as cost, timescales and activities. The full project plan or budget are not needed at this stage.
· Provide evidence that the organisation's previous projects have led to successful outcomes and sustained impact.
